
What is Adjudication? 
Adjudication is an opportunity for your group to hear constructive, objective 
feedback about your production. In any production, we have our own ideas 
of how successful we have been in transmitting across the footlights what 
we wanted our audience to know and feel. But we have also become very 
close to that production and sometimes lose our objectivity. Adjudication 
provides an outside eye that allows our productions not only to bring 
applause, but also to grow. 
 
 
 
Ten Points for Consideration: 
 
 
Point 1. Is the acting believable and technically skillful with 
effective timing? 
 
Point 2. Are the characters well interpreted? 
 
Point 3. Does the company display ensemble work? 
 
Point 4. Is the material appropriate for the company? 
 
Point 5. Is the concept appropriate for the material and 
realized by the company? 
 
Point 6. Has the structure of the production been controlled? 
 
Point 7. Are the movements and stage pictures effective? 
 
Point 8. Is the production well paced? 
 
Point 9. Do the technical elements support the overall 
production? 
 
Point 10. What was the total impact?
